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Admission Test Programme

1. The aim

The test is aimed at assessment of practical grounding in English. To enroll for the
course in Translation Theory and Intercultural Communication you must be able to
demonstrate proficiency in the English language. B2 level according to the CEFR
levels described by the Council of Europe is required.

2. The Test

The test measures the level of skill and knowledge that has been reached. The test
assesses the skills of the English language and has three sections: reading,
grammar and vocabulary. The sample tasks are given below. The time given for
the test is 40 minutes.

3. Evaluation
The applicant gets 2 points for each correct answer, 1 point if the answer is

partially correct. Total score is 80 points.
