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Introduction. The current stage of development of scientific knowledge, in accordance with the con-
cept of V. S. Stepin, called post-non-classical, is primarily characterized by the expansion of the field of re-
flection over the socio-cultural determination of the development of science. Among the socio-cultural factors
that determine the development of science, the factor of relations between science and power is traditionally
discussed. The significance of this factor in the field of research in the psychology of childhood is discussed
in the article. A. V. Petrovsky introduced into the scientific discourse the concept of the political history of psy-
chology, the subject of which is the development of psychological science in the political conditions of totali-
tarian and post-totalitarian societies (Petrovsky, 2000; 2007). The article discusses the influence of ideology
and politics on the development of childhood psychology, which is directly related to the theory and practice
of education and training, using the example of German psychology of the period of National Socialism.

Materials and methods. Based on the work of leading German psychologists of the 1930s. — O. Kroh,
E. Jaensch, P. Krieger, G. Pfahler, largely obscure in the Russian scientific discourse, the transformation
in the development of theoretical and applied issues of childhood psychology during the period of National
Socialism in Germany is analyzed.

Results. It is shown that the ideas of universality, "totality", the integration of all spheres of social life,
the fusion of the personal and the political, which were expressed in the ultimate form in the ideology of Na-
tional Socialism, - had a significant impact both on the institutional and paradigmatic levels of the development
of psychological science in the field of studies of childhood, which was entrusted with the tasks related to the im-
plementation of various kinds of "social projects" proposed by the authorities. The processes of education, up-
bringing and training were considered primarily through the prism of the role in the "education of the people".
A break with the classical experimental German tradition, an increase in attention to the ethical component
of educational psychology and the problems of its purpose in the field of social organization are noted.

Discussion and Conclusion. The period of 1930-1940s is rightly considered a most important mile-
stone in the transformation of the "intellectual landscape" of European and American psychological science.
It was at this time that the well-known transfer of the “center” of psychological research from Germany
to the United States took place, whose leadership in this area in the second half of the 20th century is not
in doubt. The consequences of the transformations that took place in the 1930s-1940s are also reflected
in the contemporary status of the international psychology. Historical and psychological studies of the events
of that time are necessary today for an adequate understanding of the current state and trends of the future
development of science.
