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Introduction. Developing in activity, a person coexists in society. The process of learning of the in-
dividual also takes place in society. The study of psychological determinants of learning success cannot be
complete without studying the personality traits that determine interpersonal relationships in a team. This
problem is especially significant for cadets of military educational institutions, since their learning process
is carried out practically without separation from their military unit. The object of study in this research is ca-
dets studying in educational programs of secondary vocational education in a higher military educational
institution. These are young people of adolescence, when self-awareness, awareness of the value of friend-
ship, and professional self-determination are formed. We believe that the success of cadets in training
is largely determined by their ability to build effective relationships with their fellow soldiers. The purpose
of the study is to study the development of personal qualities — influence (authority) in a team, leadership
qualities, emotional intelligence, aggressiveness of successful cadets.

Materials and methods. The substantiation of personal qualities that determine interpersonal re-
lationships in a team as determinants of learning success was carried out using methods of comparison
and contrast of the results of psychological diagnostics. The methods used were written socio-psychological
survey and psychological testing of cadets. The methods of mathematical statistics were used: frequency
distribution, Student's t-test, and Piron's correlation analysis.

Results. The expediency of studying and analyzing the personal qualities of cadets that determine
interpersonal relationships in a team is shown in order to determine their significance in the success of train-
ing, as applied to specific types of activity — educational, service, "social workload". The importance of study-
ing interpersonal relationships in a military team for the successful training of cadets is indicated.

Discussion and conclusion. The conducted analysis showed that the success of cadets of second-
ary vocational education in training is determined by influence (authority) in the military team, qualities
of a business and (or) emotional leader, developed emotional intelligence. The above qualities are important
for the success of cadets in their studies as a whole, including success in academic activities, service activ-
ities and “social workload”. In addition, they determine the success of cadets throughout the entire period
of study at a military educational institution. Aggressive forms of behavior, in particular physical, verbal
and auto-aggression, make learning difficult. Among the personal qualities of military teachers that are sig-
nificant for the success of cadet training are high self-control of behavior, persistence and conscientiousness.
