Nevertheless, Blyummer triedto respond to all
urgent political issues. Hopes of "Europeans” editor on the return of power to liberal re-
forms were in vain. Disillusioned Blyummer ceased publication of a newspaper and soon
returned to Russia, admitted his guilt.
